Switch On /off
Turn the [Power/Volume knob] clockwise to switch the
transceiver power ON till a click is heard.

Volume Adjustment

Rotate the [Power/Volume knob] to adjust the volume. Turn
clockwise to increase the volume and counter-clockwise to
decrease the volume.

Frequency/Channel Mode Switch
Long press [OK] key to switch frequency mode and channal
mode.

Channel Mode

In Channel mode, rotate channel knob to switch channels.

Frequency Mode
In Frequency model, input the VFO frequency directly by the
keypad.

Push To Talk

Press PTT-1 key to transmit in A Band.
Press PTT-2 key to transmit in B Band.

Reverse Frequency/Talk Around

In Channel mode/Frequency mode, short press [*] key, a
symbol "R" will appear on the screen, which means reverse
function is on. TX frequency and RX frequency as well as
CTCSS/DCS will be exchanged.

Short press [*] key again, a symbol "T " will appear on the
screen, which means talk around function is on. TX frequency
is the same as the RX frequency, and the TX CTCSS/DCS is
also converted to the same as the RX CTCSS/DCS.

Keypad Lock / Unlock
In standby, long press [*] key to lock / unlock keypad.

Scan
In Frequency mode, long press # key to turn on/off scan
function.

Battery Voltage
In standby, long press [0] key to check the current battery
voltage.




Function Keypad
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Key Function

Menu / Enter Key
OK Long press OK key to switch between Channel
mode and frequency mode.

Exit / Delete Key
Switch A/B Band in standby mode

Press for 2 Seconds to up rapidly
Change the Scan direction in scan status

Press for 2 Seconds to down rapidly
Change the Scan direction in scan status

In Standby status:
Numeric Keypad Input frequency in Frequency mode
Input channel number in Channel mode

PTT-1 Press PTT-1 key to transmitting A Band

PTT-2 Press PTT-2 key to transmitting B Band

Short press to turn on/off FM function.

Long press to switch output power.

Note: SK1 key can be setup in Menu --Custom
key, or by PC software

Power-on Failure

Analysis: Solution:

1.Battery is not installed correctly | 1.Install the battery again
2.Battery power is exhausted 2.Charge battery for two hours
3. Battery aging 3. Purchase a new battery

Receiving light remains on, but the speaker is silent.

Solution:

1.Check and adjust volume

2.Ensure you use the correct mute
method

3.Ensure you have the correct
CTCSS/DCS tone in use or turned off

Analysis:
1. Volume switch is turned down
